BC TREATY COMMISSION ELIGIBILITY AND ENROLMENT GUIDE 
 

FAQs are a great way to address common concerns, misconceptions, and myths. It 
is important to provide consistent messaging throughout this process.  

Q If I enrol, will I lose my status? 

A No. If you choose to enrol and have your status, you will remain a status Indian 
as legally defined by the Indian Act. 
 
Q If I enrol, will I still receive my programs and services that I receive under the  
Indian Act? 

A Yes, if you choose to enrol, you will continue to receive the programs and 
services you receive from Indigenous Services Canada (ISC).  
 
Q Do I need to enrol if I am currently listed on the band list? If so, why? 

A Yes. If you are currently on the band list, you still need to enrol. The reason for 
this is that we cannot assume everyone on the band list will want to participate in 
this process. As treaties change people’s rights, it is very important you make the 
decision for yourself if you want to participate in this process. 
 
Q I heard I need to enrol to vote. Is this true?  

A Yes. In to vote on the constitution and treaty, you will need to enrol to have your 
name named on the enrolment register.  
 
Q I am not sure about treaty. Can I disenroll if I want to?  

A Yes, absolutely. You reserve the right to disenrol at any time before or after the 
effective date of the treaty. You will be required to read a waiver and provide your 
consent once you understand the implications of removing yourself from the 
enrolment 8register. Your First Nation will have determined the number of times 
you can enrol and unenroll. Please contact the treaty office if you have any further 
questions. 
 
Q My child does not have status. Are they still eligible to enrol? 

A Yes, if your child does not have status, they will still be eligible to enrol. If your 
child does not have status, then they will not be listed on the band list which will 
require additional steps during the application process to provide documentation
